The late United Methodist Bishop Felton E. May was a local pastor in Chicago, 
former Easton District Superintendent, Peninsula - Delaware Conference Re-
source Director and served as master of ceremonies when the Rev. Martin Luther 
King Jr. came to speak on behalf of the Southern Christian Leadership Confer-
ence.

Narrator: The Rev. Martin Luther King Jr. stood for equality for all. Many 
United Methodists valued his vision and his leadership. Bishop Felton May had 
these messages for the man who inspired him. 
Choir: No more crying days. We are going to see our King, singing hallelujah, 
hallelujahé 
Bishop Felton May: The first time that I saw you, the year must have been 1958. 
I remember that because the words that you shared were these, that either we 
were going to learn to live together as brothers or die together as fools. That is as true today as it was years 
ago. The second encounter that I had with you personally, you came to the community where I was serving as 
a local pastor. There, you began to spit out your dream for Chicago. The way in which you spoke your heart 
helped them to realize that we were all tied into a network of mutuality and that none of us would escape if we 
turned away from the reality that black people needed to be set free economically, politically, socially. You 
have been a sign of hope. Your stamina and your lifestyle has been a ray of hope for all of us. We canôt just 
rest on what you did and that every generation needs persons who give themselves to the degree that you gave 
of yourself. Iôm readying myself to give of myself in a way that might move the ball further down the field. I 
pray that God will give me the sufficient wisdom and strength to redeem the time, in the time that I have left 
on this earth, to enflesh the word. Not only to enflesh your words, Dr. King, but to enflesh the words of Jesus 
the Christ. Thanks be to God for you having the courage to utilize the gifts that God gave you, and may the 
will of God be done on Earth as it is in Heaven where I pray you rest with a degree of satisfaction. Thank you.
